The Cambridgeshire Cricket Board has a very active Coaches Association (CCBCA) which is responsible for running all coach education courses in Cambridgeshire.
	Level 1 Certificate in
Coaching Cricket
(ECB Coaching Assistant Award – UKCC1)
This course is aimed at equipping beginner coaches to work alongside qualified coaches. The role may include running warm-ups, cool-downs, small-sided games and small group work.
The course is designed to:-

• Introduce and develop the game of cricket to people of all ages in a safe and enjoyable way;

• Develop and improve players (as people as well as cricketers);
• Develop coaching skills, knowledge and abilities;

• Demonstrate competence against UKCC/national standards.

PLEASE NOTE: 

*As part of the ECB Coach Assistant Award, candidates are required to complete both a Safeguarding & Protecting Children (SPC) workshop and a First Aid (FA) course, before they can be certificated. The two modules are included as part of the course programme, as shown, and candidates must attend on that day unless they can produce evidence in advance that they have already completed either or both elements; only then may the inclusive course fee be reduced or partly refunded. If you are already qualified or wish to take the courses independently, before your UKCC1 begins, please see the application form.
